You will need:  a counter each, unifix blocks, a place value board,





What to do:


Place counters on start and take turns to throw the die and move that many spaces.





When you land on a spot, get that many unifix blocks and place them in the correct column of your place value board. 





Remember that you can only have 9 counters in the ones place so when you get more than 9 you have to bundle 10 and place it in the tens column.





When all players have finished count your unifix blocks and the one with the most is the winner.





For the teacher:





You may choose to change the materials the children use in this game. I chose unifix blocks as I like the children to have experience in manipulating different items. However, you could use icy pole sticks along with elastic bands for bundling or you might choose to use MAB blocks.
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
