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Instructions


You will need: a large sheet of paper or whiteboard, divided into three horizontally with the words ‘beginning’, ‘middle’ and ‘end’ in the three sections. Make the middle section larger than the other two sections.





Place the cards in the middle of the table.


One child chooses a card, reads it to the group and then decides whether it should go at the beginning, middle or end of the story.


When the children have placed all the cards they can then sequence the events in the correct order.
