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Aim: to make  a colourful Christmas tree.

You will need: two large kindergarten squares (blue, green or brown), a photocopy of a large Christmas ball, textas, scissors.

What to do:

1. Trace twice two hands onto each kindergarten square, (4 hands).

2. Cut out the hands. 

3. Think of a word that has to do with Christmas.

4. Take the ball out to your teacher, tell her the word and she will write it on you ball.

5. Colour in the ball. DON’T colour over the Christmas word.

6. Cut out your ball.

The number of hands you need of each colour will depend on how big you want your tree. You will probably need 3 or 4 green hands per child and about 8-10 brown hands overall. about 20 red hands for the base should be sufficient.


Pin the hands in the shape of a Christmas tree. Pin the Christmas balls onto the tree.
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
