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Aim: to make a lovely Christmas tree ornament covered in crystals.

You will need: a clean milk carton with the lid cut off, some crystal growing solution, a grey lead pencil, a paper clip, pipe cleaners

What to do:

1. Make your pipe cleaners into one of the suggested shapes 
below.

                                       2. Open up a paper clip.

3.Attach one end of the paper clip to the top of your pipe cleaner shape by bending it around.

4. Bend the other end of the paper clip to 

the middle of the pencil.

5. Pour some crystal growing solution into your container 
until it is ¾ full.


6. Dip your ornament into the solution, leaving the pencil    

       sitting across the top of the carton.

7. Leave overnight and then remove
 your ornament.
