

The idea of the Jesse Tree comes from Isaiah 11:1-9:

“But a shoot shall sprout from the stump of Jesse, and from his roots a bud shall blossom. 

The spirit of the LORD shall rest upon him…  for the earth shall be filled with knowledge of the LORD, as water covers the sea.” 

Jesse was King David’s father and Jesus was a descendant of King David.

Starting on December 1st, with an empty tree, a symbol ornament is added each day. Scripture passages are read and discussed.
