It starts on the Sunday nearest November 30th and finishes on Christmas Eve. When you go to Mass during advent you will notice that the priest is wearing purple vestments.



The circle of the Advent Wreath stands for God’s eternal love for us. It has no beginning and no end. The four candles around the Advent Wreath stand for hope, peace, joy and love. Three of the candles are purple and one is pink. We light one extra candle each week of Advent. The pink candle is lit on the 3rd Sunday of Advent.
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
