Aim: to create a Jesse tree with our own symbols decorations





You will need: a Jesse tree symbols explanation sheet, crayons, textas or colouring pencils, 24 circles, a large Christmas tree, a large sheet of Black cover paper.





What to do:


Read the Jesse tree explanation sheet.





Decide on the symbol you will draw for each. 





Draw and colour a symbol in each circle.





Thread some cotton through the hole and tie the ends together.





Cut out the Christmas tree and glue it onto the black paper.





Each day from Dec 1st cut out one of your symbols and glue it onto the tree. Thinks about what your decoration symbolises.





For the teacher: 





Blow up the tree to A3 size and photocopy it onto A3 paper.
