Capital Letters:


at the beginning of a sentence.


days of the week


months of the year


people’s names


special place names


special days such as Mother’s Day


book, television show and movie titles





Full Stop


at the end of a sentence





Comma


after each item in a list except the last and second last item e.g one, two, three and four.


Don’t use a comma before “and”.


when you stop for a rest in the middle of a sentence
