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How far can you throw a bean bag?

You will need: a box of unifix blocks, a bean bag

What to do:

Line up behind the line and throw your bean bag as far as you can throw it. Using unifix blocks, measure the distance of your throw from the cross to the bean bag. Mark you answer on the score sheet. When everyone has had a go, add up your scores using a calculator and write the answer in the final tally box.

	

How much water can you squeeze out of a sponge.

You will need: a bucket of water, a sponge, a jug, a plastic sheet to protect the floor.

What to do: Place the sponge in the water. Take it out and squeeze it into the jug. When all the players have had a go, estimate, how many cups of water you have in the jug and write you estimate in the correct space. Then pour the water into the jug to check your estimate. Write the correct answer.


	

How many marbles can you grab with one hand?

You will need: a container of marbles

What to do:

Grab a handful of marbles. Estimate how many marbles you have in your hand and write it in the estimate column of the score sheet. Count the marbles and write the answer on the sheet. When everyone has had a go, use a calculator to add up the total number of marbles and write it in the final score box. 

	

How much space do your feet take up?
You will need: a sheet of paper each,  a grey lead, some counters.
What to do:

Take off your shoe and trace around your foot onto the paper. Estimate how many counters it will take to cover your foot print. Cover your foot print with the counters and write the answer on the score sheet. When everyone has had a go, use a calculator to add up the counters and write the answer in the final tally box. 


	

How quickly can you count up to 50?
You will need: a stop watch,
What to do:

Have the adult helper time you while you count to 50. Write your time in the tally box. When everyone has had a go, the adult helper uses a calculator to add up the final tally.

	

How heavy is a handful of rice?

You will need: a plastic sheet to protect the floor, a container of rice, a set of balance scales, some icy poles sticks

What to do:

Grab a handful of rice and place it in the bucket on one side of the scales. Estimate how many icy pole sticks it will take to balance the scales and write your estimate on the score sheet. Place icy pole sticks in the empty bucket of the scales until the scales are balanced. Count the number of icy pole sticks and place the answer on the tally sheet. When everyone has had a go, use a calculator to add up the scores.

These mini games will take a fair amount of time to set up and get ready. You will need: two plastic sheets to protect the floor, unifix blocks, icy pole sticks, a bean bag, a small bag of rice, a stop watch, a sponge, a bucket of water, a jug, some plastic cups, some marbles, a sheet of paper for each child, a grey lead for each group, a score sheet for each group for each activity, a set of balance scales a set of instructions for each activity.





It would be a good idea to have an adult helper for each group, so you may like to ask parents before hand. As this is a team activity, medals go to the whole team and not individuals. Print out the medals, laminate them and cut them out.
