
Aim: To make a “yes” and a “no” posters with feelings words on them.

You will need: two large sheets of paper, a sheet with a happy face (yes feelings) and a sad face (no feelings), scissors, textas, some sheets of scrap paper, glue,

What to do:

1. Cut out the happy and sad face.

2. Paste the happy face at the top of one of he large sheets of paper and the sad face at the top of the other large piece of paper.

3. As a group think of “feeling” words e.g ‘happy’, ‘sad’. Using textas write each word in large letters onto the pieces of scrap paper. 

4. Cut out each word. Decide together, as a group, whether the word is a “yes” or a “no” feeling. If you disagree, have a discussion and tell the group tour reasons why you feel it is a “yes” or “no” word. The groups must then decide together which paper to put the word on. 

5. When you all agree, paste the words onto the two large sheets of paper. 

6. If you finish early you may decorate your posters.

7. Be ready to report back to the class about your decisions.
Have we achieved our aim: Yes if you have two lovely feelings words posters.
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
