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Aim: to make a Father’s Day Card.

You will need: a sheet of black cover paper, a sheet 

of white paper, a bow tie, a sheet with “Happy
Father’s Day” on it, glue, scissors colouring pencils, 

textas or crayons, a grey lead pencil.

What to do:

1. Fold the black paper in half from side to side but do not press down the make a crease.

2. Pinch the paper at the top and bottom of the fold to mark the middle of the paper.

3. Open  up the paper and fold the left and right sides into the middle.

4. Open up the paper again and put some glue around the outside edge of the middle rectangle.

5. Place the white paper on top and smooth down so they are glued together. Make sure the edges and corners line up with the black paper.

6. Fold the right and left side into the middle again.


7. Fold back the top right and left hand corner of 
the black paper, so that the edge runs along the 
edge  of the card.


8. Fold back the top right and left hand 
corner of the white paper over the top of 
the black folds.

9. Colour in the words “Happy Father’s Day” and cut around them.

10. Paste them onto the front of the card.

11. Colour the bow tie and cut it out. Put glue on the back left hand side and glue it to the left side of the card, just under the collar.

12. Open the card and write a lovely message to dad.

Have we achieved our aim? Yes we have a delightful Father’s Day card for dad.
