Aim: to make a wind spinner in your favourite football team colours.

You will need: 50 coloured icy pole sticks (popsicle sticks), craft glue, 
fishing cord, nail scissors (FOR AN ADULT TO USE), some coloured beads in 

your team colours, poster paint in your team colours, a paintbrush
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a fishing sinker,                          a fishing spinner,                  
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2 small hook eyes, 
What to do:

1. Put 3 dobs of glue on an icypole stick – one in the middle and one at each end.  
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2. Place another stick on top. 
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3. Repeat steps 1 and 2 until you have a pile of 10 icy pole sticks.
4. Leave the stack to dry for about 5 minutes, then [image: image8.png]


fan out the icypole sticks around the centre point. 
5. Repeat steps 1 – 4 with the other icy pole sticks, placing each pile aside for the glue to dry. (at least 2 hours – the longer the better.)
6. Paint each pile in one of your favourite team’s colours. They should need at least two coats of paint. Leave to dry for about an hour in between coats.
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6. Put three dobs of glue on the top stick of a pile. 

7. Place another pile on top and leave to dry for about 5 minutes. 
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8. Carefully fan the first stick of the top pile so it is at a small angle to the last stick in the bottom pile. 
9. Repeat steps 6, 7 and 8 until you have glued all the piles together.

10. Leave the pile out overnight for the glue to dry. (You may need to lean it against something so that it doesn’t split.)
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13. Now you can screw the screw eye into the top hole. Be careful not to put too much pressure on it or you will break your spinner. 
14. Tie some fishing cord through the screw eye.

15. Thread some beads onto the string. 
16. Thread the cord through one end of the fishing spinner.

17. Thread another piece of cord through the other end of the spinner and make a loop. Have an adult help you tie the knot for the loop.

18. Screw the other screw eye into the bottom icypole stick.

19. Thread some fishing wire through the fishing sinker and add sojme beads onto the cord . (This will had some weight to the spinner to stop it blowing too much in the wind.)

20. Tie the end of the cord through the screw eye.

Now you have a wonderful wind spinner in your team colours. Hang it outside and watch it spin.


THESE TWO STEPS MUST BE DONE BY AN ADULT


11. When the glue is dry, have an adult help you make a hole in the top for the screw eye. To do this use nail scissors to screw a small hole in the middle of the top icypole stick. The hole must be big enough for the screw eye to fit.





12. Repeat with the bottom icypole stick.





Now it is time to glue the piles all together.
