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Aim: To make posters about homophones. Homophones are words that sound alike but are spelt differently and mean different things like to,too and two.





You will need: some scrap pieces of paper, a dictionary, your useful word book, a stapler, a grey lead pencil





What to do:





We are going to make posters about homophones. 





You are going to have to work together as a group to come up with homophones. 





Write each homophone on a different sheet of paper.





Write a sentence for each word, underlining the homophone in each sentence.





Come up with a definition for each homophone.





When the time is up you will need to get another sheet of paper and write your group name on the paper.





Staple all your sheets of paper together and give it to your teacher to correct.





In computer lab you will be choosing a homophone and making a poster about it. (Make sure you have not chosen a homophone that someone else has chosen.)





Don’t forget to make the font big enough so that it can be read from a distance but small enough to fit on one piece of paper.





Use a font that is easily readable. Decorate your page but don’t use too much colour as we don’t want to waster the coloured ink.





When you have finished, check with your teacher to see that it is ready to print. You will have to save it to the shared folder as you don’t have access to the coloured printer.





Have we achieved our aim? Yes we have fantastic posters for our classroom about homophones.
