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Procedural Text








Aim: To make a nice picture by following the instructions.





You will need: a large piece of white paper.


		       a picture of a bike, a trike, a boy and a sun,


		       colour pencils, textas or crayons


		       scissors, glue and a glue mat.





What to do:


1. Colour the bike your favourite colour.


2. Cut out the bike and paste it onto the large white paper in the middle of the page.


3. Draw a line right across the page under the bike so that the bike is on the line.


4. The boys name is Mike. Colour Mike, cut him out and paste him next to the bike on the right side.


5. Draw a face on the girl on the trike. Colour her in and it out. Paste the trike on the line on the left of the bike.


6. Colour the sun. Cut it out. Paste it in the top left hand corner of the page.


7. Draw five small clouds in the sky.


8. Draw a rubbish bin on the footpath on the right side of the page.


9. Draw nine little mice running around under the bin.


10. Colour the sky blue but leave the clouds white.


11. On the back of your picture write all the words on this page that have a magic ‘e’ at the end.
