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Blends Book








You will need: a large sheet of paper with a blend written on it, a coloured large texta – each child is to use a different colour, your Useful Word book, a dictionary.





What to do:


Using your texta, write your name on the bottom of the paper.





Write words that contain that blend on the paper. You may use your dictionary and Useful Word book to find words. Make sure you know how to read the word before writing it down.





When you cannot find any more words that contain that blend you may move on to another piece of paper.
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For the teacher:





You will need to write the blend or blends you are working on onto a large sheet of paper. Each child is given a different coloured texta and writes his/her name onto the paper he/she is working on. This way you can tell at the end of the session which children have been working and which children are still having difficulty with the blend.





Children report back to the class at the end of the session, displaying and reading their words.





You can staple the sheets together to make a blends book for the children to read during silent reading time.
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
