

Prompts to support students to think critically about the text:

· What do you already know about this topic?

· What do you think this text might be about?

· Have you read another book by this author’?

· Who are the characters?

· What were the main events?

· Where is it set?

· When did the ... happen?

· How did It happen?

· Why did it happen?

· What happened in the beginning ... (middle, end)?

· What could happen next in the story?

· What text type do you think it might be?

· What text features might be used?

· What does the blurb/cover/title/table of contents tell us about this text?

· How is the information set out? (paragraph, subheadings etc.)
· What are the main ideas?

· What do you know that you didn’t know before?

· What else do you want to know?

· How do the characters re/ate to one another?

· If the characters were different how would it affect the storyline?

· If the setting was different how would it affect the storyline?

· How was the text arranged?

· How do you know it is a narrative/procedure/report etc.?

· What are the language features that tell you?

· What is special about letters/arguments/descriptions etc.?

· What is your reaction to the text?

· Do you like what the author is saying?

· Do you agree with the author’s message?

· Who do you think it was written for? Why?

· What do you know about this author’s style of writing?

· Do you think this will be similar? Why? Why not?

· What do you think this expression/saying means?

· Do you like the way the author uses thyme?

· Why would the author want to write an argument/ procedure/description etc.?

· What do you think the author thinks about this theme?

· What is the message/moral of the text?

· How does the message of the text relate to your lives?
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
