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Materials:


10 sided dice


Calculators (optional)


Game boards:


Activity:


Students take turns to roll the dice and write the number rolled in a square on the gameboard.  This is repeated until all boxes are filled.  Students add up the numbers and the closest to 100 wins the game.  A player is out if they go over 100.  


Variation:


1. When dice is rolled, students may choose to use that digit as a one or a ten, or a hundred e.g. if 3 is rolled the player may key in either 3 or 30 or 300.


2. Game board can be extended so that there are three or four rounds rather than two.  Calculators would be used to add up the numbers.
