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You will need: an addition square sheet between two players, a set of numbers 0-9, a different coloured pencil each.





What to do:


Place cards face down on the table.


Players take it in turns to take a number from the top of the pile. They write the number in a square on the board.


The first player to get three digits in a row, either vertically, horizontally or diagonally where two of the digits can be added to equal the third digit, is the winner and starts the next game.
