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For the teacher:





Print the game cards, laminate and cut on the dotted lines.





Print the number cards onto coloured cover paper, laminate and cut into individual cards.

How to Play





You will need:


1 game board, a different coloured counter for each player, 1 set of numbers.





What to do:


The number cards are placed face down on the floor or table.





Players take turns to turn over the top number on the pile and then place his/her counter on the compatible number on the board.








The first player to have 4 counters in a row is the winner.
