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Materials: 1 set of 20 number cards, 1 set of higher and lower cards





What to do


Children play in pairs.





Deal 10 cards to each player. Lay the higher and lower cards face down on the table.


Player 1 lays down a card. Player 2 takes a higher or lower card. He/she must then play the appropriate number card next to the card already on the table. If he/she is correct he/she gets to keep the two cards. If it is incorrect, player 1 keeps the card. A card must be played even if the player does not have an appropriate one to play.


The player with the most cards at the end of the game is the winner.
