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You will need: 2 sets of 10 number cards in sequence.





What to do:


Spread the cards out face down on the table. 





Player 1 turns over a card and then turns over another card. If the second card is the number before the first card, he/she gets to keep the cards.





The player with the most cards at the end of the game is the winner.
