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You will need: 1 set of cards.





Find the 10’s cards and place them face up in the middle.


Deal out 5 cards each and leave the rest face down in the middle.


Players take it in turns to place a card in order, in a line on either side of the 10’s. e.g is you have a 9 or 11 of stars, place it next to the ten of stars.


If you cannot have a turn, take a card from the middle pile. The first player to get rid of all his/her cards is the winner.

Print onto coloured paper, laminate and cut out into individual cards. Children play in pairs.
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
