Instructions





You will need:


a gameboard each


1 set of clue cards


some counters





The clue cards are placed face down in a pile on the table.


The children take it in turns to choose a card, read the clue out loud and then place a counter on a number that matches the clue on their game board.


The cards are placed face down on the bottom of the pack.


If a child does not know the answer or there is not a number that matches the clue, then he/she misses that turn.


The first player to cover all the cards in a row, either diagonally, vertically or horizontally, wins the game.
