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For the teacher:





Print and laminate. You will need one board for two children.





Children can continue playing this game until the cat catches the mouse or you can place a time limit on each game.





This game can also be made on a large tarpaulin or mat for the children to play and move. Make cat and mouse ears for the two players.





Aim: for the cat to catch the mouse





You will need: a game board between two children, a coloured counter each, a die





What to do:


Players place their counters in opposite corners of the board. One player is the cat and one is the mouse.





The cat throws a die and moves his/her counter that many spaces towards the mouse. You can only move vertically or horizontally, NOT diagonally.





The mouse throws the die and moves that many space away from the cat.





      Play continues until the cat catches               


             the mouse or time is up.
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
