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Using the Calculator to Count











Aim: To count by 2’s, 3’s, 4’s, 5’, and 10’s using the constant function on the calculator.





Step 1: Turn on the calculator.





Step 2: Press + 2 =. What number comes up? Continue pressing =. What is happening? Can you work out what the next number will be? Press = to see if you were right. Continue guessing and then checking by saying the next number and then pressing =.





Step 3: Press the Clear key. Repeat step 2 but press + 3 instead of + 2. You are now counting by 3’s.





Step 4: Count by 4’s then 5’s then 10’s Don’t forget to press the clear key first.





Step 5: How would you count backwards by 2’s from 100?
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Step 6: Press Clear. Choose your favourite number. Press it on the keypad. Press + 2. What number will be displayed when you press =? Continue pressing = guessing beforehand what the next number will be.





Step 7: Choose a number between 90 and 100 and press it on the keypad. Now count backwards from this number by 2’s using the calculator.





Step 8: Repeat step 7 but now count by 3’s, then 4’s, then 5’s, then 10’s.





Did you achieve your aim? Can you count on the calculator by 2’s, 3’s, 4’s, 5’s and 10’s?
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
