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Aim: to make a cute caterpillar that will help us with our counting.





You will need: 5 circles, a caterpillar head, scissors, glue, 10 matchsticks





What to do: 


Cut out 5 circles.





Paste the circles together side by side.





Cut out the head and glue it on the right hand id of your caterpillar.





Glue 2 matchsticks to the bottom of each body circle for the legs.





Have we achieved our aim? Yes we have a cute caterpillar with our spelling words on it.





For the teacher:





When the children have made the caterpillar have them sit in a circle with their caterpillars.





Ask questions such as:


How many legs does your caterpillar have? (Count them together by 2’s)


How many legs do 2 caterpillars have altogether? etc





To use the caterpillars for a display, write the numbers counting by 2’s on each body part, continuing from the previous caterpillar. Write the ten number in a different colour. Use the display during your counting sessions.
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
