Writing the Date





For the teacher:





I photocopied the first page onto an overhead projector sheet and used it as a shared reading activity. It could also be used as a warm up activity or a group teaching session.





The large text boxes (pp. 3 – 5) I printed onto coloured paper, laminated and cut them out.





The day names (pp. 6 – 8) I printed onto white paper, laminated and cut them out.
