The Olympic rings are 5 interlocking rings. Each ring is a different colour – red, green, yellow, blue and black. The rings represent the 5 major regions of the world – the Americas, Asia, Oceania, Africa and Europe. Every national flag in the world has at least one of these colours in its flag. The fact that the rings are interlocking signifies that the countries are coming together in peace and harmony.





The Olympic rings were designed by Baron Pierre de Coubertin in 1913 and were first used at the 1920 Olympics in Antwerp, Belgium.
