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Guessing Game





You will need:


a large paper bag


an item or items to put in the bag


a large piece of paper 


a large texta 





Place the item in the feely bag out of sight of the children. Children take turns feeling the object, describing the object. Write their responses onto the large paper. When they have all had a go at feeling the object, they can guess what the object is.





Ask questions to extend their language. For example:


Is it rough/smooth/bumpy/furry? etc.


What shapes can you feel?


Does it have corners?


Is it big/little?

For the teacher:





Print these onto colour paper, laminate and cut out.





Use them as a learning centre Oral Language activity. It would be best to have an adult helper to facilitate the activities.
