Make a Helicopter

Aim: To make a twirling helicopter.

You will need: a helicopter sheet, scissors, colouring pencils, paper clips for weights

What to do:

1. Colour the helicopter sheet.

2. Cut along the dotted lines.

3. Fold corners A and B to meet the centre line.
4. Fold E and F in the opposite directions.


5. Test your helicopter by dropping it from a high place (e.g. standing on a chair).

6. Discuss what happens.



7. Write about what you did and what happened.
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Does the way the flaps are bent make a difference to the helicopter’s fall?





Add extra weight to your helicopter. Does this make a difference.





Make a new helicopter with longer blades. How does it work?
