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Aim: To see how many paper clips we can pick up, end to end, using different sized magnets.





You will need: metal paper clips, 5 different sized magnets, a Magnet Experiment 2 worksheet, a grey lead





What to do:


Choose a magnet and predict on your worksheet how many paper clips you think it will pick up end to end.





Test the magnet by placing a paper clip on the magnet.





Place more paper clips on the end of the previous paper clip. Do this one at a time until no more paper clips will stick to that magnet.





Write the result on your worksheet.





Repeat steps 1 – 4 with four other magnets.





Paste your worksheet in your Workbook and write your conclusions.





Draw a graph of your results.
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
