

A stone called Lodestone was found in Magnesia, Greece. People found that it could attract small pieces of iron.
Now, Magnets are made by melting steel and pouring it into a mould. It is left in a strong magnetic field while it is cooling. When it is cooled and hardened it has become a magnet.

Magnets attract metals that have some iron in them. Magnets have two poles – north and south.
