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Aim to make a string telephone.





You will need: a partner, a polystyrene cup each, a grey lead pencil, a long piece of string between two people,





What to do:


Using the grey lead pencil punch a small hole in the bottom of the polystyrene cup. Don’t make the hole too big.





Tie a big knot in one end of the string.





Thread the other end of the string through the hole in 1 cup with so that the knot is inside the cup.





Thread the string though the other cup from the outside to the inside. 





Tie another big knot in the string.








When everyone is finished their telephones we will take them outside to test them.





One child stands with the cup to his her ear. 





The other child walks away, holding his/her cup, until the string is tight.





This child talks into the cup while the other is listening. Take turns to have a go at talking and listening.





Have we achieved our aim? Yes if your telephone is working.
