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Place red cards face down here.





Place green cards face down here.

You buy large packets of chips and bring them to school in a reusable container. Go forward 2 spaces.





You pick up rubbish that others have dropped on the ground. Go forward 2 spaces.





You reuse wrapping paper. Go forward 1 space.





You put your food scraps in the compost bin. Go forward 2 spaces.





You use a plastic refillable drink container. Go forward 3 spaces.





You bring your lunch to school in a lunch box. Go forward 2 spaces.





You recycle newspapers and magazines. Go forward 1 space.





You reuse plastic bags. Go forward 2 spaces.





You throw your chip packet in the bin. Go forward 1 space.





You buy drinks in large containers. Go forward 2 spaces.





You reuse paper bags. Go forward 3 spaces.





You draw on both sides of the paper. Go forward 2 spaces.





You write on one side of the paper. Go back 2 spaces.





You throw your lunch order bag out when you could reuse it. Go back 3 spaces.





You leave the TV on when you leave the room. Go back 2 spaces.





You throw your chip packet on the ground. Go back 1 space.





You throw out plastic bags after one use. Go back 2 spaces.





You throw newspapers and magazines in the bin. Go back 1 space.





You bring your lunch to school in a plastic bag. Go back 2 spaces.





You buy drinks in small prima packs. Go back 3 spaces.





You throw your food scraps in the  bin. Go back 2 spaces.





You leave the tap running when you clean your teeth. Go back 1 space.





You throw your rubbish on the ground. Go back 2 spaces.





You buy small packets of chips. Go back 2 spaces.





You chop down trees because they are in your way. Go back 1 space.





You leave the lights on when leaving an empty room. Go back 1 space.





You buy small packets of cereal. Go back 3 spaces.





You don’t recycle plastic containers 1, 2 and 3. Go back 3 spaces.





You use plastic bags when you do your shopping. Go back 3 spaces.





You waste paper. Go back 2 spaces.
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You will need: a game board, a set of green and red cards, a die, a different coloured counter 


or button for 


each player.





What to do:


1. Roll the die and move that many 


            spaces.





2. If you 


land on an odd


 number take a 


red card. If you land on an


even number choose a green card.


Do what the card says and put it back on the bottom of the pack





                3. The first player 


to reach the finish is the winner.
