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Aim: To make a set of traffic lights.

You will need: a black sheet of cover paper, a red circle, a yellow circle, a green circle, scissors, glue, textas, a poem sheet.
What to do:

1. Cut out a red, green and yellow circle.

2. Paste the red circle at the top of the black cover paper.

3. Paste the green circle at the bottom of the cover paper.

4. Paste the yellow circle in between the red and green circles.

5. Cut around the edge of the poem.

6. Using textas, colour the words STOP and RED, red.

7. Using textas, colour the words GO and GREEN, green.

8. Using textas, colour the words BE CAREFUL and YELLOW, yellow.

9. Put a strip of glue along the top of the poem on the back.

10. Glue the poem to the bottom of the set of traffic lights.

Have we achieved our aim? Yes if we have a set of traffic lights with red at the top, yellow in the middle and green at the bottom.
