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	Slow down and give way to all vehicles and pedestrians on your right and left.
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	You can’t drive faster than 60 kilometres an hour.
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	Traffic lights ahead.
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	Pedestrian crossing.

Give way to all pedestrians.
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	Slow down. There is a man with a sign ahead. Do what the sign tells you.
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	Roundabout. Give way to all vehicles who have already entered the roundabout.
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	Do not drive a vehicle into this street.
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	Children’s Crossing.

Children are crossing the road so you must stop and let them cross the road before driving on again.
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	Stop and give way to all vehicles and pedestrians.
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For the teacher:


Print onto coloured cover paper, laminate and cut along dotted lines. This goes with Traffic Signs Bingo 1.
