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�You will need: 1 pack of playing cards, The picture cards are worth 10 and the ace is worth 1.





What to do:


Lay out 3 cards, face up, one beside the other. Lay out 3 more cards, face up, in a row under the other row. Lay out 3 more cards, face up, in a row under that row. You now have a 3 x 3 grid.





Lay out 9 more cards, face up, on top of these 9 cards. Continue doing this until all the cards are laid out.





How to play:


Look at the grid and find 1 or 2 cards that equal 10 when added together. You may take these cards from the deck. Continue taking 1 or 2 cards at a time that add up to 10 until there are no more cards adding up to 10. Can you take all the cards from the grid?
