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�Children sit around their table. Each table group is given a piece of scrap paper. Each child has a grey lead pencil. 


Explain to the children that they are going to count by 1’s, 2’s, 5’s, 10’s to 100 starting from 0.


When the teacher says “Go” the first child writes 0 and passes it onto the next child who writes 1 (or the next number in the sequence) and so on. When the group reaches the target number they shout out “Zoom” and put their hands on their head. On hearing Zoom, the other groups must put down their pencil and stop as well.


The teacher checks the counting on the paper. If the group’s counting is correct, they are the winner. If it is incorrect the teacher says “Go” again and the other groups continue their pattern till another group calls out “Zoom”.





They game is over when a group has their counting all correct.
